ENVIRONMENTAL MEETING

15th SEPTEMBER 2009
ISSUES DISCUSSED

1)…VERGES

Concerns around state of most of the verges in the village arising from a)…poor maintenance  b)…impact of vehicles incursion in particular the increasing number of larger vehicles using the roads  c)..size of hedges and the like where they act as boundaries to footpaths

Whose responsibility is it to maintain and repair verges?

Can we do anything?

Allotment site hedges are to be attended to by a working party from the site holders

2)…FOOTPATHS (round the village)

Concerns around the impact of poor maintenance of verges restricting movement on footpath

Alleyways in the village poorly and infrequently maintained

Whose responsibility is it to maintain and repair?

Concerns re lack of footpath in certain areas especially bearing in mind the volume and speed of traffic in and around the village

3)… PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

Standard of maintenance varies

Heritage maps which indicate location appear to have disappeared
Where did No 13 go and why has it apparently disappeared?

Can we do anything regarding the footpath from Wellingham Road to the Common?
4)… GLASS RE-CYCLING SITE

Accepted this is a messy site and whilst not wishing to make the location more exposed agreed there is something we could do to tidy it up

A date to be set in October for a small group to tackle this area

5)… WELL SITE OFF THE HIGH STREET

Consensus that this is detrimental to the outlook to the village as well as being unsafe and that the lid can be moved.  The land owner has been made aware of the problems, but as yet nothing has been done.  Known that he and others would not wish the proposed paper bank to be sited there

6)…PONDS

A lost amenity to the village albeit opening some up would be seen as dangerous bearing in mind the depth of water.  Others, however, such as the War Memorial were not seen as problematic and if looked after could be beneficial to the immediate area

7)… WAR MEMORIAL

Accepted this is now a nice start apart from the waste bin which is there.  It is used, but could benefit from being painted in a more sympathetic colour.  Dog fouling bin may also be useful.  Could a transfer of bins from Millennium Green be effected?
8)…MILLENNIUM GREEN

Hedge line now in tree line and could benefit from trimming as and when permitted and weather making it feasible for machinery to be used

Fences need re-creosoting

Could benefit from spring colour

‘Bog Area’ is now a mess and once cleared or cut down we need to get input and suggestions as to a way forward

MOVING FORWARD
Several issues were agreed 
A date (24th October?) be allocated for a small working party to attempt to tidy up the bottle bank site and its immediate surrounds
With monies obtained from the Open Day (£30) daffodils to be planted in and around the Millennium Green (opposite Peakhall).  Any other contributions welcome and encouraged especially free bulbs on offer from garden centre

Work to be done on the verge on Fakenham Road immediately before the junction with the High Street where the footpath is narrow

Investigation with Norfolk County Council over the fate of Footpath 13
